when you're here, watching the majestic Kanchenjunga. Gurudongmar Lake is located
174 kms from Gangtok in Sikkim and is a 4 to 5 hour drive.
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Havelock Island or SWGI‘CI] Dweep, Andaman

Considered the jewel of India’'s Andaman and Nicobar Islands, Havelock Island or

Swaraj Dweep is a tiny strip of land surrounded by the clear waters of the Andaman

Seq, resulting in miles of uninterrupted coastline, often populated by wandering

You can fly to Havelock from Port Blair in a seaplane in 20 minutes or by
the catamaran ferry in 90 minutes.

Taj Mahal, Agra
A 17" century monument to love, this world-famous mausoleum will leave you
awestruck by its breath-taking beauty. Reach there from Agra Cantt railway station,
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t a distance of 6 kms.
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Pangong Lake, Ladakh

Known to change colors and appear red, blue, and green at different seasons of the

year, Pangong Lake stretches from India to China. One of the highest altitude lakes at
almost 4350 meters above sea level, this jewel of the Ladakh region can be reached
in a 5 hour drive from Leh.
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Kaas Plateau, Maharashtra
Locally known as the Plateau of Flowers, Kaas Plateau stands out as a vibrantly
colorful palette and its biodiverse richness is one of Maharashtra’s best-kept secrets.
It turns into a veritable valley of flowers in the monsoons. You can reach there from

Satara railway station.
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Udalpur clty Palace, Rajasthan
Built on the banks of Lake Pichola, the City Palace in Udaipur is considered to be the
largest royal complex in Rajasthan. It was built over a period of nearly 400 years and
provides a panoramic view of the city and its surroundings. The nearest railway
station is Udaipur and the nearest airport is Maharana Pratap Airport. You can easily
get private taxis to reach the Palace.
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Hampi, Karnataka

Also called the ‘city of ruins’, Hampi has breathtaking temples, over 1,600 magnificent
ruins of the Vijayanagara Empire, dating back to 1500 AD. The nearest airport is
Bellary Airport. The nearest railway station is Hospet with good bus service for Hampi.
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Gwalior Fort, Madhyq Pradesh
Gwalior Fort is an architectural marvel, rich with history. Considered as one of the
most impenetrable forts in the country, the fort complex includes several temples,
palaces and water tanks. You can reach Gwalior Fort by taxi from Gwalior Airport
or Gwalior railway station.
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Key Monastery, Spiti

Perched on the top of a hill, this Buddhist Tibetan monastery is over 1000 years old.
It is the largest and oldest monastery of the Spiti Valley and a religious training
centre for lamas. Shimla is the nearest airport and railway station. Also, buses and
taxis ply frequently from Manali.
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
